Investigation

A Deeper Look

Undertake an Investigation on a topic relating to your field of study. The theme of the investigation is up to you but it must be used in some way to enhance your Folio work. Examples include:

· Researching famous creative artists and how they work
· Processes used today in a creative arts field
· Famous examples and why?

The steps to take are as follows:

· Identify a topic, 
· Analyse significant examples, 
· Interpret significance, 
· Report findings

Each step should take a week with final submission being in week 6 (Week 4 of Term 3). Present any way you wish but be sure to use your findings in some way in to the practical section of the Folio.

The main focus of the Investigation is up to you but in your overall analysis focus on either the “Why? or How?” options on a Question Matrix:

Who?, 	What?, 	When?, 	Where?, 	Why?, 	How?

Finally , there will be a session in class on skills of Arts Analysis. This will support the analysis section.
